ASBESTOS DEMONSTRATION - THURSDAY 1st JULY AT CANADA HOUSE, TRAFALGAR SQUARE, LONDON:

July 1st marks Canada’s 143rd birthday where there will be celebrations at Canada House in London's Trafalgar Square, led by James Wright, High Commissioner for Canada.

A large and damaging part of Canada’s history has been the export of asbestos around the world.

During the 1960’s and 1970’s Britain imported over 60% of the asbestos used in this country from Canada.

UK Workers exposed during this period are now dying of asbestos related diseases due to the long latency periods of this deadly carcinogen.

As around 4,000 - 5,000 people die in the UK every year from asbestos related diseases, 60% of this equates to 2,400 deaths a year or over 6 people a day.

Since 1999 the UK no longer imports asbestos but Canada has shifted its deadly fibre exports to elsewhere around the world.

In 2008 98% of Bangladesh asbestos was imported from Canada, and 93% of the asbestos used in the Philippines came from Canada.

The International Ban Asbestos Secretariat and the TUC and UK Trade Unions are going to attend Canada House, Trafalgar Square at 10am to remind the 

people of Canada of the shameful damage that is being done to their name by the continuing export of Canadian asbestos around the world.

Organisers are inviting and welcome Trade Unionists from all Unions to join in and have asked those attending to bring banners and placards and help stop the deadly asbestos exports.
