 New Scottish road safety website - Scottish Occupational Road Safety Alliance (ScORSA)

The Scottish Occupational Road Safety Alliance (ScORSA) has launched a new website to help Scottish businesses drive forward road safety in Scotland.

The Occupational Road Safety Alliance (ORSA) was created on in 2002 when 40 organisations agreed to work together to promote occupational road safety via their respective memberships and key contacts.

ScORSA is a Scottish initiative designed to help firms tackle one of the most dangerous activities undertaken by Scottish workers — driving.

One third of all road accidents in the UK involve someone who is driving for work at the time, which means that in Scotland in 2008, around 18 people were killed or seriously injured in such incidents every week.

ScORSA is the fruit of a multi-partner working group initiated by Royal Society for the Prevention of Accidents (RoSPA) after the safety charity saw that smaller firms were struggling to get to grips with the management of occupational road safety.

As well as having an online resource hub where firms can access the latest information and advice, ScORSA offers practical help.

Organisations joining ScORSA, which is free to companies committing to the alliance’s vision statement, receive 10 driver assessments through RoSPA’s Driver Profiler software, an online psychometric risk assessment tool.

Membership also allows access to practical policy help from road safety officers and the Scottish Centre for Healthy Working Lives, key ScORSA partners.
