Sentencing Penalties for Corporate Manslaughter

 

The Corporate Manslaughter and Corporate Homicide Act 2007 received Royal Assent on 26 July 2007, over 2 years ago and the first case under the Act comes to court early next year.

 

In a statement on 13 July, the Justice Minister reported that we still await guidelines to be issued by the Sentencing Guidelines Council in relation to the Corporate Manslaughter and Corporate Homicide Act 2007.

 

In response to an enquiry by the CWU Health, Safety & Environment Department as to when it is likely the Sentencing Guidelines Council will publish the Sentencing Penalties for Corporate Manslaughter and Corporate Homicide, the following reply was received on 22 September 2009:-

 

“The Sentencing Advisory Panel's consultation on Sentencing for Corporate Manslaughter closed on 7 February 2008.  The Panel then considered the consultation responses, with a view to submitting its advice to the Sentencing Guidelines Council.  

 

The next stage is for the Sentencing Guidelines Council to issue a draft guideline for consultation with core consultees (i.e. government Ministers).  As yet, a draft guideline has not been issued, as the Council has identified some areas where they consider further work should be undertaken.  

 

The current position is that the Sentencing Guidelines Council has undertaken further work on this topic.  The Council expects to publish a draft guideline for consultation with core consultees in November 2009. We expect the definitive guideline to be published in Spring of 2010.”  [Bee Ezete Sentencing Guidelines Secretariat]
